This is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of prostate. The patient is a 70-year-old gentleman, has prostate cancer with mets to the brain, bone, liver, spine, “basically all over”. This has been going on since November. He is very weak. He has lost a lot of weight, at least 30 pounds. He finished his chemotherapy end of 2022. He is no longer interested in chemo or radiation therapy at this time. He has very low platelet count. He received transfusion prior to starting hospice. He has very little appetite again causing his weight loss. which is unavoidable. He has pain. He drinks half the drinks of Ensure a day with some nausea requiring medication and has hydrocodone to control his pain along with morphine as his backup in his comfort care. He is expected to do poorly, KPS score is 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent and very much ADL dependent. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
