Jil is a 78-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of pulmonary fibrosis. The patient is on 6 L of oxygen. Her O2 is 92 to 93%. She is short of breath at all times. She suffers from air hunger. She has idiopathic pulmonary fibrosis, frequent falls, oxygen dependent. She lives alone. The patient has a daughter and son-in-law that live close by. The patient has had history of hospitalization because of worsening of shortness of breath and has required steroid therapy numerous times. She is on nebulizer treatment along with medication to control her air hunger. The patient is not a candidate for lung/heart transplant. She is expected to do poorly. ADL dependent. She wears a diaper; bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a KPS score of 40%. High risk of fall despite the fact that she still ambulates. Her daughter, Teri Ortiz, lives very close by and helps the patient with all ADLs and her incontinence. She sleeps about 8 to 12 hours a day. She has very little time left on this earth. Given the natural progression of her illness, most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate. She also has had significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension as the effect of idiopathic pulmonary fibrosis on her heart.
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
