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A 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of CVA, renal insufficiency, cortical necrosis, kidney failure, BPH, hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, weakness, history of falls, change in mentation, major depression, muscle weakness, polyneuropathy related to diabetes and diabetes with B12 deficiency and anemia. The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. His O2 sat is 99% and pulse is 81. The patient continues to have right-sided weakness, bowel and bladder incontinence, help with ADL is required at all times. The patient was at 130 pounds few months ago, is now down to 125 pounds. The patient is more confused having issues with aspiration from time-to-time and continues to decline regarding his endstage CVA. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
