A 78-year-old black gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation, pedal edema, shortness of breath, sleep apnea, COPD, and DJD. The patient recently has developed severe pain about right ankle associated with redness and heat consistent with gouty arthritis. The patient is not able to take antiinflammatories.

He has shortness of breath with walking. His O2 sat is stable at 91%. He is not using oxygen, but he has oxygen available.

He has sleep apnea; uses CPAP, right-sided heart failure, pedal edema 2+ at least despite being on medication, obesity, pulmonary hypertension, shortness of breath as I mentioned with activity and issues with ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence.

He has become much weaker than previously. He has not lost weight because of his obesity, but he is short of breath at all times and especially today because he is in severe pain.

Medrol Dosepak has been ordered through the medical director and via the patient’s nurse. He continues to have shortness of breath both related to CHF and atrial fibrillation which robs him of 5-10% of his cardiac output. Overall prognosis is poor. Given his advanced congestive heart failure and progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
