CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and followup for facial acne.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her acne is improving now, but she wants to have consultation with a dermatologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or excessive weight loss or weight gain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for facial acne that is improving now, vitamin D deficiency and she takes vitamin D3 2000 units p.o. daily and EpiPen injection 0.3 mL as needed and spironolactone 100 mg one tablet daily.

ALLERGIES: NUTS and it gives severe anaphylactic reaction.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father has hypertension and grandmother has hepatic cirrhosis and diabetes mellitus.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and the patient is up-to-date on vaccination.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her parents. She is a medical school student. She does sports three to four times a week and never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant facial acne, but there are few scars.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
