CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is scheduled for cataract surgery of the left eye and he has a blurry vision. The patient was seen by ophthalmologist and scheduled for surgery.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear discharge, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on metoprolol 50 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet. The patient is also on amlodipine 5 mg tablet one tablet daily.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had left knee arthroplasty with good results.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals poor vision in the left eye.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
