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A 66-year-old woman, currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of endometrium.
The patient has contracted lower extremities, totally and completely bedbound, ADL dependent, has severe pain in her legs; also has had a history of stroke, hypertension, severe neuropathy, constipation; has developed infection on her toes that requires treatment at this time. As I said, she has also chronic pain, hyperlipidemia, and bowel and bladder incontinence.

The patient has lost weight. She is not eating as much. Her O2 sat is hovering around 94%. Blood pressure is stable. She wears adult diapers and it requires to be changed on a regular basis. She is not on O2 at this time. Last blood sugar was 80. The patient has KPS score of 40%, contracted lower extremity, especially on the right foot and right toe she has evidence of tinea infection. Nystatin cream has been added per medical director. The patient is somewhat depressed about her medical condition. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live with a diagnosis of endometrial cancer.
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
