He used to work at Wendy’s Restaurant for sometime, but he has not been working for sometime. He has severe schizophrenia. He gets Invega shots once a month. He also has high blood pressure, treated with losartan 50 mg, Norvasc 5 mg and also takes BuSpar and Effexor.
His sister Shervette is his primary caregiver and knows about his condition. We will discuss his condition at length. He needs a psychiatric evaluation because he states he is hearing a lot of voices. He has no history of stroke, diabetes, cancer and/or chronic illness. His sister is trying to ______ group home because he has not done well staying by himself.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has a heavy history of smoking and drinking in the past. He is single. He has three children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, and stroke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/82. Pulse 72. Respirations 18. Afebrile. O2 sat 99%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a somewhat obese 52-year-old gentleman with controlled blood pressure, with severe schizophrenia. He is on multiple medications including Invega once a month injection, but still continues to hear voices which is keeping him from sleeping and resting and causes anxiety. I recommend psychiatric evaluation. His sister is going to take the steps to make that happen as soon as possible and it is best for him to be seen at a group home, so she is going to have someone see him at 7622 South Hall Street as soon as possible. Otherwise, his blood pressure controlled, we will continue with the same medication. I am sure the psychiatrist will order the appropriate blood test.
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
