While he was incarcerated, he lost his right leg below the knee because of bone infection. He does have diabetes, but his A1c is 5.2. He tells me he is quite worst in his health. He was on trazodone and Vistaril, but he could not take it because it caused him to be too sleepy. He also has a lot of back problems. His biggest problem is back problems related to his obesity, neuropathy, and spinal stenosis. 

His other medical issues include hypertension, diabetes, and some kind of valvular problem in his heart that caused congestive heart failure but has not had any problems with his medications when he was started on it. He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress. 
LAST HOSPITALIZATION: No recent hospitalization except some time ago while he was in the county before he went to TDC Jail and that is where he lost his leg.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin 500 mg twice a day, Coreg 6.25 mg twice a day, Lasix 40 mg a day, Aldactone 25 mg a day, and Thyroid 25 mcg a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of diabetes. Father died of lung cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/86. Pulse 90. Respirations 18. O2 saturation 98%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

EXTREMITIES: The patient has BKA on the right side.
