CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with ______ right fifth finger for two weeks with post having a friction blister; wife has been squeezing on it, with a history of injury to his finger.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He states he has had recent allergic reaction with swelling of face and pressure in chest, seen at Methodist, hospitalized five days, has history of insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus and coronary artery disease with three-vessel bypass.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Right Hand: 15 degrees angulation of the right fifth proximal phalangeal joint with erythema and slight swelling with tenderness and painful range of motion. General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: 1+ erythema without evidence of cellulitis, right fifth medial finger.

IMPRESSION: Possible cellulitis, right fifth finger, coronary artery disease, and insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g IM, prescription of doxycycline and Bactrim. Advised to follow up with cardiologist and PCP in one week and as needed, to continue Betadine and mupirocin topically.
