Progress notes on the chart. He presents with left big toe laceration few days ago ______, history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and anxiety disorder. He was given an injection of Rocephin 1 g with prescription for Bactrim Double Strength and doxycycline with mupirocin topically. Follow up with PCP.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits other than present illness. Neurological: Within normal limits other than present illness. Skin: Within normal limits other than present illness.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Bug laceration to left big toe with early secondary infection.
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
