PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

Currently, he is treated with iLet insulin pump and has satisfactory control on this modality of treatment.

His blood sugar control has improved in the recent past with a hemoglobin A1c of 7.1%.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/66, weight 239 pounds, and BMI is 34.4. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control and no evidence of microvascular complications.

His insulin pump program has been downloaded and reviewed in detail and minor adjustments made to the program.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with fair control, hyperlipidemia, insulin pump therapy, and continuous glucose monitoring.

He is using a continuous glucose monitor with the iLet pump and will require close monitoring of his sugars.

Followup visit in three months time.
