Franklin Castillo continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Pancreatic insufficiency.

4. Pancreatic cancer.

Current Medications: Lantus 4 units twice daily and TriCor 145 mg daily in addition to Creon.

General review is unremarkable at this time apart from the present peripheral edema.

On examination, blood pressure 122/78, weight 140 pounds, and BMI is 23.4. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

His recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.1% in a satisfactory range.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, exocrine pancreatic insufficiency, and peripheral edema.

He continues on the current program for his diabetes and I have suggested that he see a Dr. Binju Joel as for an opinion on his peripheral edema.

Followup visit in two months time.
