Elizabeth Koffarczyk was seen in the office for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. Osteopenia.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.05 mg daily and recently she started a Prolia.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, weight 180 pounds and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Free T4 1.10 and TSH 2.19, both in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated on her current dose of thyroid. She also has osteopenia, history of breast cancer, and distant history of Hodgkin’s lymphoma.

No major changes are undertaken in this visit but routine follow visit in the next year is advised.
