Nancy Zeniewicz was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Postoperative hypothyroidism.

2. Incidental thyroid cancer.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.125 mg daily and metformin 500 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

On examination, blood pressure 116/64, weight 180 pounds, and BMI is 30. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Lab test performed recently show a TSH of 0.64 and thyroglobulin level of 3.89.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism with a distant history of incidental papillary thyroid cancer.

Her serum thyroglobulin appears to be elevated but this happen previously and repeat testing had shown a negative value. There may be interfering antibodies giving a false elevation in her serum thyroglobulin.

I recommend that you followup in January 20, 2025 for a repeat blood test for her thyroid levels including thyroglobulin.
