Jay Krzewinski continues to follow at the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Hypogonadotropic hypogonadism.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medication: Lantus 40 units in the evening, NovoLog 10 units three times a day before meals, hypotestosterone injection 200 mg every two weeks, and Jardiance 25 mg daily.

On most recent visit, his blood sugar was in a fair range with occasional low sugars during the night.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/78, weight 198 pounds, and BMI is 28.4. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies are satisfactory with serum testosterone 215, TSH 2.15, LDL 120, and hematocrit 49.1.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, hypergonadotropic hypogonadism, long-term insulin administration, depression, and hyperlipidemia.

I have changed his insulin program to Lantus 14 units in the morning and 16 units at bedtime with NovoLog 10 units three times a day in addition to his other medications.

Followup visit in four months time is advised.
