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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2021.  The patient was in Washington DC.  The patient was driving.  Suddenly another car pulled in front of her.  It caused the collision.  The patient tells me that she hit her head.  She does not remember what happened after that.  She does not remember the event immediately after the car accident.  She states she does not think she has lost consciousness.  However, she does not remember what happened.  She remembers that she has a severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was not able to drive.  The patient has severe nausea or vomiting.  The patient had worse headaches the day after the incident.  The patient tells me that headache is so severe to point that she went to the hospital.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient did not feel normal for the next week.  She has significant headaches.
Since the event, the patient has severe headache almost on an everyday basis.  The patient feels irritability.  The patient has nausea.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient does not sleep while anymore.  The patient also had some memory deficit.
The patient is currently working as a Geospatial Intelligence.  The patient tells me that her headaches are significantly affecting her ability to concentrate and focus.  The patient has significant difficulty at times look in the computer because of the headache.  The patient also becomes very nauseas.  The patient tells me that her insomnia symptoms are affecting her ability to perform at work.  The patient also becomes very easily irritable at work.
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
