CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right shoulder pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right shoulder pain has got worse in the last three to four months despite physical therapy and rehabilitation at home. Now the pain level is 6 or 7 and it is worse upon exertion; however, the patient also gets some relief upon resting, but there is a constant pain in the left shoulder at a level of 1 or 3. The patient denied any radiation of pain to the back.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.
HEART: Within normal limits.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals exquisite tenderness of the left shoulder rotator cuff as well as AC joint and range of motion is significantly limited due to pain and stiffness.
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
