A 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice because of continuation of weight loss. He is quite malnourished. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He has a history of asthma, atherosclerotic heart disease, aortic stenosis, cognitive impairment, and COPD.

During his last visit, he was placed on oxygen because of his low O2 sat related to his weight loss related to his hypoventilation. He has lost another two pounds from what his caretaker tells me. He is very “wobbly.” He has a hard time walking. He has KPS score of 40%. He requires help around the clock because of his weakness, his weight loss, his hypoxemia, his debilitation, bowel and bladder incontinence, and requires help with all ADL.
He has oxygen and nebulizer machine, but he uses intermittently which he needs to use on regular basis. Upon our discussion today, he will use that on regular basis. Given his natural progression of his disease, most likely he has less than six months to live.
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
