HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 67-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient has a history of asthma, CHF, COPD, cor pulmonale, weight loss significant, peripheral vascular disease, some sort of cancer that we were waiting for the records from the hospital to return, history of leg pain, and liver disease.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgeries in the past include hysterectomy and some kind of ulcer surgery.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She has been married twice; one husband was killed, one is divorced. She has no children. She is a heavy smoker. She still continues to smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has lower extremity edema, weakness, shortness of breath with activity. She belongs in the New York Heart Association class IV with shortness of breath at rest and with activity. The patient also suffers from chronic pain, anxiety, which she takes Seroquel and Xanax for and Vicodin for her pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is a very thin woman who appears to be in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 80/65. Pulse 110. Respirations 22. O2 sat 89%.

The patient does wear adult diaper. She needs help with most ADL. She is quite weak. She also has generalized debility, KPS score of 40%. Expected to die in the next six months given the natural progression of her disease. Still awaiting hospital records regarding her previous cancer diagnosis and the nature of her liver disease.
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
