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ECHO Report

Final Interpretation:
1. Mild left ventricular dilatation.
2. Mild left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 50%.
3. Inferior wall and inferoseptal wall are akinetic at the base.
4. Mild to moderate biatrial enlargement.
5. Ascending aorta was replaced by graft, which appears normal. The operation was done about six years ago.
6. Mild atrial septal aneurysm.
7. Mild to moderate aortic regurgitation.
8. The aortic regurgitation jet is interfering with the opening of the mitral valve so mitral inflow cannot be analyzed, so diastolic function also cannot be analyzed.
9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation with two jets.
10. Mild pulmonic regurgitation, which is likely a normal variant.
11. Pulmonary artery pressure 21/8 mmHg with mean 12 mmHg.
Please not that this patient had ascending aorta replacement by graft and aortic valve repair was done for aortic regurgitation about six years ago.
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
