Mr. Jenkins was seen for his face-to-face evaluation today, Saturday, on 10/12/2024, at approximately 3:00 p.m.. He is currently on hospice with atherosclerotic heart disease without angina symptoms, which he tells me he is actually having some chest pain. One thing you notice about Mr. Jenkins right off the bat is that he has lost weight. His caretaker tells me that he has lost about 2½ pounds to 3 pounds from August. He appears weak. He appears anemic. He states that he has chest pain at night, he needs nitroglycerin to be delivered to him now, that these are new symptoms for him. He is confused at times. He has DJD, chronic pain. He is not eating much. He is anemic. He has been passing blood off and on, which he has refused workup in the past most likely related to diverticulosis and/or malignancy. His confusion is related to his hypoperfusion most likely.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: His O2 sat is around 92 to 93% today on room air with a pulse of 100. He is sleeping about 12 to 16 hours a day. He continues to be weak. He is debilitated. He has a KPS score of 40%. He also requires help with some ADL, has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence that he wears a diaper for. He had a fracture in his left leg and because of that he has had left leg pain from time-to-time. Overall, prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Jenkins. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. I am going to ask the medical director to order nitroglycerin 1/150 grain by his bedside for when he has episodes of chest pain. His chest pain does get worse with walking and that is why he is not walking, he tells us, but nevertheless he does have issues with orthopnea and PND at night, which is worsening of his symptoms and atherosclerotic heart disease. He has had already decided long time ago that he did not want any further workup and/or treatment as far as his chest pain, his shortness of breath or his coronary artery disease is concerned; hence, the reason he is on hospice care at this time.
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
