Mr. Robinson was seen on Friday, October 11, 2024, at 5:00 p.m. Mr. Robinson was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. He is a 61-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure, history of stroke, left-sided weakness, dysarthric speech, shortness of breath while he is speaking, bowel and bladder incontinence and weight loss. His caretaker Alona tells me that he is having a hard time with weakness. He has fall issues. He also had a right shoulder abscess, which requires I&D and dressing, which required dressing changes and antibiotic treatment with the nurse. He is staying in bed again 14 to 16 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40%. Weight loss unavoidable at least 3 pounds per Alona in the past month since last visit in August.
When he was seen he was lying down. He has left-sided weakness. He was able to ambulate, but that has become much and much more difficult because of his shortness of breath. He has 1+ edema. He has ADL dependency. He has positive JVD. He has room air O2 sats of 91%. He is short of breath with speaking. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV as far as his CHF is concerned. He is using his O2 more regularly and his nebulizer. His heart failure is consistent with his congestive heart failure and coronary artery disease. He does have pain issue that has been addressed successfully at this time. Overall prognosis remains poor for Samuel. He is expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months live given the natural progression of his congestive heart failure at this time.
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
