This is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. He has pedal edema of 1 to 2+, chronic shortness of breath; New York Heart Association class IV. His edema is unavoidable. He has PND and orthopnea. He uses two pillows to stay to lie on. He is blind in his left eye. His O2 sat is right at 90% with a pulse of 100. He has KPS score of 40%. He is confused with a FAST score of 6C.
He also suffers from decreased weight, muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, and cardiac cachexia. He does wear diapers. He is ADL dependent. He is staying in bed 14 to 16 hours a day. His congestive heart failure is showing worsening. He is using his oxygen most of the time. He has decreased appetite. He is weak. He has difficulty with overall debility. He is walking less because of his weakness related to his congestive heart failure and his orthopnea and PND is unavoidable given his worsening heart disease. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
