Mr. Terry was seen at 3:35 p.m. on 10/12/2024. Mr. Terry was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He is a 68-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of neoplasm of his bladder. His weight loss continues to be a problem. He states he is not eating very much. He is staying in bed more; when he stays in bed, his dog stays in bed with him, he has got numerous scratches on his face because of that, he tells me. He is a lot weaker than he was. He is still wearing a catheter. He has bleeding from time to time. He has some nausea. No vomiting. His walking is affected. He is a high risk of fall. He complains of pain in his bladder, lower abdomen secondary to the bladder cancer as well as secondary to his catheter. He has a KPS score of 40%. His O2 sats at 95% on room air. His pulse is 76. His blood pressure is 98/65 today. He does appear pale because of continuation of his bleeding secondary to bladder cancer off and on. The urine in the bladder appears to be pretty clear. Again, not requiring any blood pressure medication because of his weight loss at this time. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, wears a diaper. He has mild pedal edema secondary to right-sided heart failure. He is still not interested in any further treatment. He just wants something to numb his urethra because of the pain that he is experiencing and I am going to recommend Pyridium for him to take maybe on a daily basis. He has had bouts of UTI because of the Foley catheter in place. He is not interested in transfusion. He is not interested in receiving anymore blood, hence the reason that he has decided on hospice care at home. He does have a caretaker that sees about his needs. Overall prognosis is poor given his advanced malignancy and expected to do poorly. Given the natural progression of his disease, most likely has less than six months to live because of the issues and problems that were cited above.
