He has lost tremendous amount of weight, at least 25 to 30 pounds in the past month. He is total care. He has anxiety and sundowner syndrome. He is very thin. As far as his bowel movements are concerned, he wears a diaper. He has diarrhea from time-to-time. He needs to be fed very slowly. He has severe muscle wasting. The information was obtained from Cindy Chesney who is the patient’s caregiver at this time. The patient’s overall prognosis is quite poor given his advanced parkinsonism. He most likely will die in the next six months given the natural progression of his disease. He has no idea. He is not speaking much. He babbles. He is not oriented to person, place or time. He has a KPS score of 40% and has shown tremendous change in his weight, in his mentation and in his activity level. He also has a history of hypertension, hypertensive heart disease, anxiety and DJD.
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
