Mary is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient is very much O2 dependent. She is sleeping more now. She also has a history of vascular dementia, confusion, behavioral issues, most likely related to her hypoperfusion as well as her hypoxemia. The patient also has diabetes with lacunar strokes causing behavioral issues and psychotic behavior. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She eats very little now. Her O2 sats 90% on 2 liters; without oxygen, it drops to the 80s. The patient is tachycardic at all times, has cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure with edema. The patient is very confused, is not oriented to person, place or time. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable given her advanced COPD. The patient also has air hunger, which is being treated as well as issues with anxiety and sundowner syndrome.
Review of the records from previously shows that the patient is using her nebulizer more often. The patient has had falls in the past; for this reason, on or about August 2024, the patient has been totally bed bound, has a KPS score of 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependent at this time. The patient continues to lose weight, which is unavoidable per the patient’s caretaker Ms. Zee. Given the natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live.
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
