This is an 80-year-old woman who is about to be 81 with history of end-stage parkinsonism. The patient also suffers from degenerative joint disease and Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient has a KPS score of 40%, requires around the clock care, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has tremors, confusion, agitation, hallucination, and weight loss, which is unavoidable.

The patient is spending more and more time in bed at this time, at least 16 to 18 hours. She complains of pain over the abdominal wall consistent with neuropathy consistent with previous zoster, which requires medication on regular basis. The patient has symptoms of hallucination related to her parkinsonism, which almost puts her in a Lewy body dementia type category. The patient is bladder incontinent as I said. Her weight loss is unavoidable. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s agitation is controlled with the help of trazodone and Depakote. The patient’s O2 sat is 92% on room air because of hypoventilation. Blood pressure is stable. Other issues include polyarthritis, hypothyroidism, schizophrenia, and hyperlipidemia.
Given the natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live.
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
