The patient’s insomnia is improved. He has severe right-sided weakness with contractures, gastroesophageal reflux, muscle weakness and dysphagia. He has severe cognitive deficits. The patient only responds by moaning, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s appetite has diminished, has child-like appetite. He also suffers from COPD, hypertension, DJD, and has a KPS score of 40%. Given the general progression of his disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
