MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 126/83.

Pulse 99.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.8.
LEFT EYE: Large subconjunctival hemorrhage is present at the nasal surface.

Visual Acuity: He counts fingers well in the left eye and right eye with no difficulties.

EOM full range of motion. No restrictions.

PERL. EOM. Full range of motion. No restrictions.

Funduscopic Exam. No cotton-wool spot. No AV nicking. No cupping of the disc.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Subconjunctival hemorrhage/hematoma.

2. Eye discomfort.

PLAN: The patient was given the following prescription Pataday ophthalmic drops one drop in the left eye daily for 10 days. He was given a consultation to be evaluated by the ophthalmologist. I strongly encouraged to call for appointment and follow up.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
