A:
Hypertension, IDDM, chronic diastolic CHF, MDS, and history of stage IV rectal cancer.

P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient has chosen to continue with blood transfusions and platelet transfusions.  He is aware that he is just buying sometime and there is no treatment for his cancer and myelodysplastic syndrome.  He has elected not to have the blood draw done for the last few days because he did not want to go to the hospital.  His daughter has left decision up to him and he is not ready to go on hospice yet.
