CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also followup for erectile dysfunction and anxiety disorder.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has anxiety disorder on and off, but he is feeling much better now and the patient also has erectile dysfunction and he is on tadalafil medication with good response.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder and he is on alprazolam 1 mg p.o. as needed daily.

HEENT: Unremarkable.
