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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in November 2000, the patient was in Turkey.  The patient fell off the balcony window.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient has sustained basilar skull fracture.  The patient has contusion.  The patient has significant bruising all over the head.  The patient was out of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he does not even know anything in the hospital.  He tells me that he was completely out of consciousness.  After that he has significant poor memory.  The patient does not remember what happened in the hospital.  The patient remembered to have significant head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that his confusion and disorientation lasted for many days.
Since the event, the patient has significant memory loss.  The patient becomes very irritable. The patient has become easy to anger.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus at work.  The patient has confusion and disorientation intermittently.
The patient is retired from the Air Force on September 1, 2024.  The patient tells me that he used to be a teacher and lecturer at the Air Force University.  The patient tells me that he was teaching financial management.  However, his memory loss has significantly affected his job.  The patient is not able to remember task duties.  The patient is not able to remember teaching materials.  The patient become very easily to anger in the classrooms.  He has significant difficulty to focus when he is teaching.  The patient also has significant difficulty to remember task duties.  The patient’s calculation has become poor.
