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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in December 2008, the patient was in Fort Sam Houston in Texas.  The patient tells me that he was in a martial art tournament.  The patient tells me he was fighting.  He was fighting in the tournament.  He was hit by the opponent.  The patient was hit in the head.  The patient tells me that he got instantly confused, disoriented, and severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he was confused and disoriented not remember anything after that.  The patient tells me that he kept fighting.  Somehow he won the tournament.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient tells me that he had severe head pain for the rest of that day and several days later.
In 2012, the patient was in Fort Lewis Washington.  The patient again was in the tournament. The patient tells me that he was hit again in the head.  However, this time he was out of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about 30 seconds.  He did not remember anything after that.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  He remembers that he had severe head pain.  The patient tells me that his memory become poor after that as a matter of fact, he did not remember much about the tournament and many days after that.

Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficit.  The patient tells me he cannot remember dates.  The patient is not able to remember events.  The patient has difficulty remembering task duties.  The patient also has head pain.  The patient also has confusion and disorientation.  The patient tells me that sometimes that he would get lost when he is driving.
The patient works in auto repair.  The patient tells me that his memory has significant affected his job.  The patient tells me that he could not remember his task duties.  He will forget about procedures.  He will forget specific repairs on the vehicles.  The patient tells me that his headaches also affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient also has confusion at work.  The patient has intermittent dizziness at work.  His symptoms are significant affecting his job performance.
