CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge and he was started on hemodialysis by a nephrologist in the hospital. He does three times a day. The patient also has diabetes and his blood sugar readings have been stable. One time the patient was hypotensive during dialysis and he was given albumin intravenously and he felt better.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is not working at this time and resting. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur. Orthostatic blood pressure was checked and it is unremarkable.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Dialysis catheter is in place.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact.
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
