CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left foot soreness.

The patient does not have history of gout; however, the patient has diabetes and he has seen foot doctor in the past.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
