Thank you for your continued support.

Nathan had extensive workup for bleeding diathesis and the entire workup was almost within normal limits. PT, PTT, and INR was normal. Coagulation factors were normal. Only abnormal thing was protein S, which was 56 it should be 63 or 140 however it would not cause any excessive bleeding if at all it could cause thromboembolic issues but the level is very close to normal so I would not worry about that.

Today, he does not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 118/72, weighs 160 pounds, and rest of the physical exam unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neuronal migration disorder.

2. Past history of bleeding when teeth were extracted.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since his platelet count, coagulation, and bleeding profile appears to be within normal range. I do not think he should bleed excessively than normal however since he did have history from before of excessive bleeding I would caution to do continue doing extraction if it starts bleeding after first or second teeth extracted so if he needs more than three teeth extracted at that time it could be done on another day.
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All other precautions that are required for a normal and usual might be necessary here also and I do not anticipate excessive bleeding but should it happen please asked the family to take him to emergency room and I have also will be available.
