Thank you for this referral.

This 44-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. She is here because she has low WBC count noted on recent CBC.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been healthy. She recently had preop evaluation where her WBC count was 3400, hemoglobin was 12, and her differential count showed neutrophils 39% and monocyte 8.7% everything else was within normal limits.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had gastric sleeve surgery year and half ago when she used to weigh more than 220 pound now she weighs 155 pounds but her abdominal skin is sagging and since she had three C-section. She has scars so she was to get tummy tuck.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: Last period was 2015 when she had hysterectomy for fibroid and endometriosis. She also has had heavy menstrual bleeding prior to that. She has three children age 21, 24, and 26.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 155 pounds, and blood pressure 106/63.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild neutropenia.

2. Preop evaluation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw CBC, CMP, and TSH most likely it could be transient neutropenia and hopefully next CBC might show improvement but even if it is still low I think it could be from recent viral illness and no further workup might be necessary unless it stays persistent.
