He states that his right upper thigh has nine stitches, they were placed 10 days ago and was inquiring if they are available to be cut out and if so could we? No redness or swelling at the site per the father. No foul smell per the father.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is a very well-appearing happy child. No acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions. Noted nine running stitches on the right upper thigh and a well-healed, well-approximated, closed laceration that is without drainage, without odor, without erythema or edema.
DIAGNOSIS: Right leg laceration.
PLAN: Stitches removal. Performed cut of all nine stitches and pulled four; there were five more that the child became uncooperative and they could not be pulled out, but they were already cut and the strings need to be pulled out. Discussed with father that the kid be in a bathtub and as they are already cut, the stitches may just work themselves out. *__________* needs to go home and into the bath and pull the rest of the sutures that they have already been cut. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
