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The patient tells me that he was involved in multiple head injuries.  The patient tells me in 2001, while he was in the USS Constellation and also the USS Belleau Wood, the patient was hit many times onto the head.  The patient tells me that he was climbing up a hatch and someone closed the hatch door, and metal hatch door would hit directly onto the top of his head.  The patient tells me this happened many times.  As a matter of fact, he tells me it happens so many times he does not remember how many times.  However, every time he tells me that it happens, the patient would feel confused and disoriented severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he almost lost consciousness, but he never lost consciousness.  The patient had severe head pain for the rest of the day and many days after that.  The patient becomes confused.  His memory has become very poor for the next few days.
Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficit.  His memory is not as good as before.  The patient has blurry vision.  The patient has difficulty concentrating focus.  The patient will get lost when he is driving.  The patient gets confused very easily on conversation.  The patient is not able to follow instruction.  The patient becomes very aggressive.  He cries very easily.  The patient has nausea and vomiting.  The patient has slurred speech at times.  His short-term memory significantly affected.  The patient has sleep disturbance.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.
He tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient tells me he is not able to do his job because of his symptoms.  The patient is not able to work steady job because of his significant headache, confusion, disorientation, and memory loss.  The patient is not able to follow instruction.  The patient is not able to performance duty because of the headaches, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient gets dizzy a lot at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient got hit in the head many times by the metal hatch door.  The patient tells me that the door would basically fall into his head and hit him.  The patient would get hit on top of the head.  The patient gets severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that he got hit many times.  He does not remember how many times he got hit by the hatch door.   The patient tells me that happened on the USS Constellation and USS Belleau Wood.  He tells me that this has been happening since 2001, when he was deployed.  It is my opinion that the patient has poor memory, confusion, disorientation, headaches, nausea and vomiting symptoms, difficulty to concentrate and focus, and short-term memory loss all common signs and symptoms due to traumatic brain injury.
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
