A:
Hypertension, dyspepsia, hyperlipidemia, cardiomyopathy with CHF, and Alzheimer’s dementia.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is doing well.  He is sleeping and eating good.
