HISTORY: This is a 47-year-old gentleman here for a routine followup.

The patient stated that he has changed job and had a preemployment physical and was advised that he should have his heart checked out because he had an abnormal EKG. The patient states the EKG showed a right bundle-branch block. He denies chest pain. Denies diaphoresis. Denies exertional dyspnea. Denies orthopnea. He states he can climb up and down stairs with no difficulties.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 121/75.

Pulse 50.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no antalgic gait. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Right bundle-branch block, asymptomatic.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN: Today, echo was done. The patient’s EF is 56%. We had a lengthy discussion about a stress test. He states he will have to reschedule to have that done. He will check his schedule and call us for the date and time to have a stress test.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
