CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 40-year-old male complaining of palpitations.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 40-year-old male who reports that his heart seems to stop and pause at times. He stated that he went to the ER several times over the last six years. He reports severe symptoms associated with chest pain over the last three weeks. He further reports intermittent chest pain over the last three weeks. The pain is described as a burning left-sided tightness. He reports skips in his heartbeat which has decreased since he started taking aspirin. He sometimes has dizziness. He stated that he does weight training and there is no associated chest pain with weight training. He has only rare nonspecific dyspnea on exertion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown as the patient is adopted.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports rare cigarette use, but denies marijuana, alcohol or other drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 
Skin: He has tattoos.

Cardiac: As noted.

Gastrointestinal: Unremarkable.

Psychiatric: He has depression.

Neurologic: He has paraesthesias involving the left hand. He further reports dizziness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/63, pulse 88, respiratory rate 16, height 68”, and weight 162.4 pounds.
Examination otherwise unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 81 beats per minute. There is an incomplete right bundle branch block. ECG otherwise is unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: 
1. Chest pain.
2. Palpitations.

3. Borderline ECG.
RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. CBC, chem-20, lipid panel, TSH, magnesium, CRP.

2. Echocardiogram.
3. Zio patch.

4. Follow up in six weeks.
