Dear Dr. Nair:

Thank you for referring Ms. Michelle Coleman for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient had a recent infected cranial flap, which required antibiotic therapy for methicillin-resistant Staphylococcus aureus. The patient was treated with intravenous antibiotic therapy in Aruba and then switched to oral clindamycin to which it was sensitive. The patient’s wound has healed. There is no drainage. No signs of local inflammation. Her sed rate and C-reactive protein are normal. Her hemoglobin A1c, however, is elevated at 10.3. I referred her back to her primary doctor for diabetes management.
From an Infectious Disease standpoint, there are no specific contraindications to cranioplasty at this time.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
