Joy Beall was seen for followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves disease.

2. Post procedure hypothyroidism.

In the past, she has been treated with radioiodine and she is currently on Levoxyl 0.1 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 146/74, weight 168 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Test: Free T4 1.4, TSH 0.18, and free T3 2.7.

IMPRESSION: Graves disease with post procedural hypothyroidism and hyperlipidemia. I have asked her to continue Levoxyl 0.1 mg daily in addition to Crestor 10 mg daily for dyslipidemia. She follows with primary as I am retiring on March 31, 2025, she may require referral to other endocrinologist.
