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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was in the Military Service in 2016 and in 2017.  The patient was in Iraq and multiple other countries.  The patient worked as a Navy Seal.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to multiple IED explosions.  He also was exposed to multiple mortars and rockets.  He tells me that he was exposed to 100s of bomb explosions.  He tells me that every time there was bomb explosion, the patient fell the shockwave, would affect his head.  He was temporally become confused and disoriented and followed by severe headache.  The patient tells me that he would transiently confused.  He did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient tells me that he has severe headache afterwards.
The patient currently has headaches, sleep disturbance, forgetfulness, memory deficits, slurred speech, difficulty concentrate and focus.  His short-term memory is significantly affected.  The patient also has significant loss of motivation.
The patient is currently working as a fireman in a Fire Department.  The patient tells me that the chronic headaches are significantly affecting his job performance.  The patient significant difficulties to focus and concentrate.  The patient needs to write down everything.  There are times that his headache is so severe to point that he is not able to perform his duties.
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
