This is a progress report on Louis Clay.

SYMPTOMS: The patient says he feels fine but he does have pain in the left chest wall mainly in the back as well as left shoulder from previous herpes zoster infection. He also complains of weakness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has diabetes mellitus, which is reasonably well controlled. He has multiple myeloma for last 30+ years off and on he has been on treatment. The patient also has history of chronic anemia because of multiple myeloma in previous treatment.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 96-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 166 pounds, and blood pressure 135/67.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck. His left shoulder as well as left upper back has healing lesions and scar from previous zoster. There are hypo and hyperpigmented.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Anemia.

2. Multiple myeloma.

3. Recent herpes zoster infection by the way his last hemoglobin was 11.0 and hematocrit was 34.

4. The patient on chemotherapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Retacrit 40,000 units subQ and Velcade 3.5 mg subQ. Followup visit in one week.
