HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Corie is a 26-year-old young lady who comes in today with cough, congestion, headache, history of kidney problems, history of urinary tract infection; used to be on Ditropan, but her insurance ran out and she did not get it refilled. She has symptoms of urinary tract infection, but urinalysis is negative. As far as her cough, congestion, dizziness, and headache are concerned, her swab test is negative for COVID, strep and flu. The patient is also having some arm pain that is unexplained. She has had no fever, chills, nausea or vomiting. No hematemesis or hematochezia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of anxiety, depression, and asthma, not suicidal.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation.
MEDICATIONS: None. She used to be on oxybutynin and Flomax, but not any more as I mentioned.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She is a homemaker. Her husband is in oil and construction, does lot of traveling. Last period 09/11/2024. No smoking. No drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father are healthy, but aunt died of kidney failure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 137 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 104. Blood pressure 108/59.

HEENT: TMs are red and inflamed. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Headache.

2. Sinusitis.

3. Lymphadenopathy.

4. History of urinary tract infection.
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5. Bladder spasm.

6. Vertigo.

7. Kidney stones.

8. Ultrasounds of the kidneys are normal.

9. Ultrasound of the neck shows lymphadenopathy.

10. Treat sinusitis with Keflex and Medrol Dosepak.

11. 1 g of Rocephin and Decadron were given.

12. Resume Ditropan.

13. Get blood work.

14. Come back in one week.

15. Again, swab tests were all negative.

16. Because of her arm pain, we looked at her upper arms. There was no evidence of abnormality, DVT, or PVD noted.

17. Her thyroid looks normal except for a cyst 0.3 cm on the right side.
18. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
