MEDICATIONS: Motrin at home.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunization is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking at home. She lives with mother and father.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 105 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 99.8. Respirations 18. Pulse 107. Blood pressure 125/69.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No meningismus.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient is positive for flu A and positive for strep.
2. The patient was treated with Amoxil 400 mg b.i.d., Tamiflu 75 mg b.i.d., and Motrin as before.
