The patient was seen via Doxy and the patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie from Comprehensive Counseling sent me a message that Christine his wife wants to talk to me and it was an urgent call. Christine was quite upset and angry on her husband Leslie Vancleave and indicated that he is decompensating. He is very psychotic. He is preoccupied with delusional ideation. Clipping his nail to the point cause ulcer and putting all this pills over there acting bizarre and when Christine grandson who is 28-year-old went to see in his room he was blaming him that he is the one he coming every night and damaging his feet. The patient also acts very bizarre and very hyper delusional and disorganized. Christine is concerned about his behavior and wanted to have something to calm him down. The patient has been on Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 100 mg two times a day, and Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime. I discussed further that he should go to the Henry Ford Madison Heights Hospital to the emergency room where I will see him and admit to the psychiatric floor. However, his wife reported that he is not listening. He would not like to come and he would not able to control his behavior. She indicated that in the past I prescribed him Trileptal 300 mg twice a day and it acted as a miracle and she believes that I would like to order the prescription so she can give him. It was discontinued because he was complaining that it caused blood clot in his feet, which was not true and Christine also reported that she was confirmed from the doctor at the hospital and that it is quite safe medication. Therefore, I explained her that if she understands I will explain the risk and benefit of the medication. She indicated that medication stabilized his mood and he was very good after one dose of the medication since he has responded fairly well. Therefore I have called the pharmacy at Walgreen 10 Mile at Eastpointe for an order so the prescription was ordered for 30 days and I discussed risk, benefits, and side effect. She has consented for the treatment and I further discussed that I will be seeing patient on Monday. I would like to see him in my office and she should make an appointment to which she agreed. The patient according to Christina his wife does not have any suicidal behavior. Although, Leslie was talking from the background and reported that he is all right and there is nothing wrong with him.
